HOLY COMMUNION In Holy Communion we celebrate the real presence of our Lord Jesus
Christ as He gives us His true body and blood in and with the bread and wine for the
forgiveness of sins and the strengthening of faith. In love for God's Word and in love for God's
people, we do not want anyone to receive this blessed gift to their spiritual harm (1 Cor. 11:27-
29). Therefore, anyone who wishes to commune here for the first time and who is not a
member of Beautiful Savior or a congregation of the Lutheran Church Missouri Synod,
is asked to speak with Pastor Schultz or Pastor Ada before receiving Holy Communion.
Those not communing are still welcome to come receive a blessing.
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AS WE GATHER

Circumcision is the covenant God made with Abraham and his seed. It sealed God's
promises and blessings in the flesh, but it also signified the burden of the Law. When
the Lord Jesus came in the flesh to redeem His people, He subjected Himself to the Law
in order to fulfill the Law and release all men from its captivity. “He was called Jesus”
(Luke 2:21) because He came to save His people from their sins. He would shed His blood
on their behalf, as He did already when “he was circumcised” (Luke 2:21). As He also
sacrificed Himself upon the cross, you are “justified by faith” in His blood (Gal. 3:24).
Therefore, “you are Abraham’s offspring, heirs according to promise” (Gal. 3:29), not by
the circumcision of your flesh, but in the flesh and blood of Christ Jesus, the true seed
of Abraham. “Baptized into Christ,” you belong to Him and are clothed and covered by
His righteousness (Gal. 3:27). Holy Baptism is the true circumcision made without hands,
by which the Lord Jesus puts His name on you and blesses you (Num. 6:22, 27).
